Facilities in the Skyline complex are 
located on two levels with access 
between them by stairs or lift from the 
entrance lobby.  

 
Level 1  includes the gondola arrival hall, 
information desk, restaurant, bar, Kiwi 
Haka theatre, toilets, and exclusive 
venue (Directors Room).  
 

Level 2  includes the café, s ouvenir shop, 

toilets, Fun Time games area, exclusive 
venues (Wakatipu Room) as well as 
access to the viewing decks, and outside 
to the luge, helipad, bungy, paragliding, 
mountain biking and walking tracks.
